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We are in the Lenten season and waiting for Easter. 
According to our Book of Worship Lent comes from the 
Anglo-Saxon word, lencten, which means “spring.” And 
the season of Lent is a preparation for celebrating Easter. 
What I think we misunderstand about Lent is that we 
think it is only a very somber time when we repent, fast 
and pray. The more Lenten seasons I experience, the 
more I realize that it is actually a very joyful time when 
we enjoy spring and are awaiting the climax of Christian 
life, Easter. 
 
Also, repenting, fasting and praying are not somber 
Christian duties, but they are our privileges, a way that 
we can access the heart of God and accept God’s free 
grace for us. When I grew up in a conservative home 
church, a Korean Methodist Church, I fasted and prayed 
during the Lenten season. Then later I thought I grew out 
of those somber duties. I stopped fasting, even during 
Lent. But this Lenten season I am fasting once a week. 
As all means of grace do, fasting is a reminder of God’s 
breath within us and is a way of celebrating our faith and 
life.  
 
Every Ash Wednesday, the first day of Lent, we read four 
Bible passages: Joel 2: 1-17, Psalm 51:1-17, 2 Corinthians 
5:20-6:10 and Matthew 6:1-21. I want you to read these 
passages again and again during Lent. All these passages 
show us how we return to God and celebrate our faith 
and life in God. Especially, the passage from 2 Corinthians 
that tells us that God initiates reconciliation with us 
through the cross. It says, “See, now is the acceptable 
time; see, now is the day of salvation! We are putting no 
obstacle in anyone’s way.” In this Lenten season I pray 
and hope that in fasting we accept the work of God’s 
reconciliation and also remove all obstacles we put  in 
others’ way to that reconciliation. 
 
In this Lenten season let us celebrate our faith and life 
and practice the work of reconciliation that God initiated 
for us in our daily life at home, church and community.

HAITI RELIEF

Once again the people of Morgan Park United Methodist 
Church have stepped up to help those affected by a 
natural disaster – the earthquake that hit Haiti in January. 
Our first response was prayer followed by an offering of 
over $2000.00 that has been sent through UMCOR, the 
United Methodist Committee on Relief. All of the money 
given, including over $70.00 collected in Conchita's jar at 
the rummage sale, will be used for relief in Haiti since 
the basic expenses associated with UMCOR come from 
the One Great Hour of Sharing offering that we will be 
taking on Sunday, March 14th. 
 
A call for items to be included in health kits for Haiti was 
also issued and Morgan Park members, friends, neighbors 
and co-workers brought to the church items which filled 
13 boxes including 89 hand towels, 421 washcloths, 58 
toothbrushes, 64 combs, 329 bars of soap, 39 nail clippers, 
and 1453 Band-Aids as well as 764 Ziploc bags to use 
for the kits. These needed supplies have been sent on 
their way for distribution in Haiti. 

Thank you for your wonderful response to the appeal for 
prayers, money and kit items.  Generous defines Morgan 
Park.

It is time once again to collect money to support another 
year of care for Shiva Raj Bhandari at the Umbrella 
Organization Orphanage in Kathmandu, Nepal.

He has 
seen our pictures—he has two photo albums in his 
possession—and he knows that we are supporting him 
financially.

NATURAL CHURCH DEVELOPMENT 

 
Greetings from the Natural Church  

Development Health Team! 
 

For the last four and a half years, Morgan Park United 
Methodist Church has been using the Natural Church 
Development (NCD) process to assess our church in 
terms of the eight qualities found in healthy, growing 
churches and to determine ways to become a healthier, 
growing church.   
 
As a team and as a church, we’ve spent some time working 
on making our service an Inspiring Worship Service, as 
this was our most recent minimum factor. If you recall, in 
November of last year, thirty members of our congregation 
were invited to take the NCD survey in order to help us 
identify our church’s areas of strength, as well as the 
areas in need of improvement, if we intend to grow, 
succeed and strengthen the potential of our congregation. 
The survey has revealed that our area for the greatest 
potential growth is “passionate spirituality.”  NCD 
describes passionate spirituality in the following way:  
 

Effective ministry flows out of a passionate 
spirituality. Spiritual intimacy leads to a strong 
conviction that God will act in powerful ways.  A 
godly vision can only be accomplished through an 
optimistic faith that views obstacles as opportunities 
and turns defeats into victories. 

 
The important issue here is not the way spirituality is 
expressed, but the fact that faith is actually lived out with 
commitment, fire, and enthusiasm. The methods that any 
church uses are really secondary; it is shown that a 
church that lives its faith with passionate fervor experiences 
the most success and growth. 
 

As we embark on this spiritual journey with our new 
minimum factor, we’d like to announce the members of 
the 2009-2011 Health Team. They are: Thomas Hall, 
Irene Harvey, Pat Hawkins, Joy-Denise Moore, Stanford 
Noble, Laura Parker. We thank them for responding to 
the call to serve on this team and are eager to work with 
them to create and nurture – at Morgan Park UMC – a 
sense of spirituality that demonstrates the commitment, 
fire, and enthusiasm that we have for our faith.   
 
We would be remiss to not acknowledge the hard work 
of the Health Team of 2007-2009: Mary Chandy, Mike 
Harvey, Pat Hawkins, Bonnie Herron, Don Jaburek, and 
Lucious Moore.  With their guidance and support, we 
were able to accomplish the following: 
 

Implementation of new Worship Planning Team that 
works closely with Pastor Eun-Hye and our music 
leadership to plan the worship services, looking 
especially at the overall theme and flow of the 
service 

 
Evaluation of the whole worship experience, 
specifically, the sermon. This was done in written 
form using surveys after service and in talks with 
the pastor following services. From these, we’ve 
been able to implement many new ideas. 

  
Completion of a written Spiritual Gifts survey. From 
this, we were able to develop lists of persons who 
expressed interests in participating in particular 
aspects of our worship. One idea that we are hoping 
to continue to work on is the formation of the 
Morgan Park Praise Choir; our hope is that it is 
intergenerational and that it will bring another 
dimension to our music.   

  
We continue to celebrate having our NCD coach, Eugene 
Williams, be a part of the process as we continue to 
grow into a healthier church community. 
Please join us Sunday, March 7th to honor those NCD 
Health Team members from 2007-2009 and to pray for 
guidance for the 2009-2011 team.
